Saturday, June 2nd the festival will begin at the Waveland Ball Field* (corner of Waveland Ave and Central Ave). There will be live music by local performers such as Sedate, Earmode, Triage, and Sliver Creek; a young-persons’ talent/beauty contest hosted by Miss Teen Mississippi; and a long list of vendors, children’s activities, food, and fun. The winners of the WLOX Essay contest for Hancock County middle school students will be announced.  There will be so much to do you just have to come and see for yourselves!!!   

On Sunday, June 3rd, to end the week, there will be a revival at the Waveland Ball Field* beginning at 2 PM with a pig roast and music from The Steve Warren Band. 

Goal for the Week of Wellness is to raise awareness of Post-Katrina mental heath issues and the resources available to deal with them in Hancock County.  Bringing people of all ages together in a friendly and fun social setting will help the communication and healing processes.
